We, the undersigned Leaders and Members of Parliament from various
political parties in Tamil Nadu, are writing to Your Excellency to draw
your kind attention to a pressing matter of great urgency for the State
and its people.

The Constitution of India states that the executive power of the State
vests in the Governor. The Governor, being a nominal head of the State,
is however expected to exercise that power as per the aid and advice of
the Council of the Minsters with the Chief Minster at the head of the
State. He is the linchpin of the Constitutional apparatus of the state.

During the Constituent Assembly Debates the framers of our
Constitution contemplated a Governor who would be a “guide,
philosopher and friend of the Ministry as well as the people in general”.
The Governor performs important constitutional functions, which
require him to be impartial and a person of impeccable integrity.
Democracy is the lifeblood of our Constitution. It is only to establish a
democratic government that our freedom fighters sacrificed their lives to
fight the colonial powers.

It goes without saying that a Governor must have full faith in the
Constitution and the ideals it represents. The ideals of the Constitution
are summarised in the preamble — That India is a Sovereign, Socialist,
Secular, Democratic Republic. A Governor who does not have faith in
any one of these ideals is not fit to hold constitutional office. It is also
imperative that a Governor who turns political must cease to be a
Governor.

The Governor under the constitution being nominal head of a State all
executive action of the Government of a State is expressed to be taken
in his name. Therefore the Governor who is nominee of Union
Government and an unelected figure opposing a popularly elected State
Government ideologically and functionally, is a perversion of the
Constitutional set up and a death knell to democracy. The framers of
the Constitution would never have imagined a situation where a
Governor openly contradicts the policy of the elected State Government
or impedes legislation passed by the legislature by indefinitely delaying
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assent or acts against secularism. Such a situation can only be
described as autocracy. Yet, such a situation prevails in Tamil Nadu.

As you are well aware, in the elections conducted in 2021, the people of
the State have bestowed an emphatic mandate on the DMK party to take
the State forward in the path of social and economic development. Since
the day it took oath, the DMK Government has been toiling day and
night to work for the people and justify the faith reposed in it.

However, with the greatest of respect, we must place on record our
dissatisfaction that the work being done by the Tamil Nadu Government
and the Legislature is being obturated by the office of the Governor by
openly contradicting its policy in public and unduly delaying assent to
Bills. The Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly has enacted several
important Bills (details of which are annexed herewith) and sent the
same to the Governor for assent. We are pained to note that the
Governor is unduly delaying assent to the Bills passed by the State
Legislature. This amounts to interference in the administration of the
State and transaction of business by the Legislature. It impedes and
obstructs a democratically elected Government from serving the people,
which is ex-facie unconstitutional.

It is trite that under the scheme of our Constitution, a Governor cannot
sit as an appellate authority over the decision of the Cabinet or the
Legislature. The need, requirement or necessity of a Bill cannot be
inquired into by the Governor. That is within the sole prerogative of the
Legislature, which extensively debates the necessity of the Bill. Once a
Bill is passed it is deemed to be the will of the people and the Governor
has to Act within the frame work of constitution.

The Governor is not performing his primary function in our State. The
97th  Constitutional Amendment Act, 2011 relating to cooperative
societies was struck down by Hon’ble Supreme Court of India on
20.7.2021. Pursuant to this judgement, to bring the TN Cooperative
Societies Act 1983 in tune with the law of the land, the TN Legislative
Assembly passed Bill No. 11 of 2022 on 7.1.2022 and sent it to Thiru
R.N. Ravi, the Governor for his assent. For past 10 months the Bill is
decaying in the office of Governor without being considered. Like wise
when the TN Admission to UG Medical Degree Courses Bill 2021 No 43
of 2021 (NEET Exemption Bill) was passed by TN Legislative Assembly
and sent for his assent on 13.9.2021, instead of forwarding the Bill to
the Hon’ble President as envisaged under Art 200/201, he sat over the
Bill for several months. In this regard all the Leaders of major political
parties in Tamil Nadu met your good self’s predecessor and gave a
representation on 28.12.2021 and thereafter another representation
was given to the Hon’ble Union Home Minister on 5.1.2022. Thereupon,
Thiru R.N Ravi instead of forwarding the aforesaid Bill to the Hon’ble
President (since the Governor was not competent to give assent),

usurped the powers of the Hon’ble President and questioned the wisdom
of the Legislature and returned the Bill, which is wultravires of the powers
conferred on a Governor. Due to his conduct, the TN Assembly had to
be convened for a special session and the Assembly re-enacted the NEET
Exemption Bill and sent it again to the Governor. This shows that the
Governor is acting against the collective will of the people as expressed
by the State Legislative Assembly. These are all acts of unbecoming of a
Governor.

Tamil Nadu is a paradise where people from different religions,
languages and castes live peacefully. The TN Governor Thiru R.N. Ravi
has developed an unfortunate propensity to publicly profess his lack of
faith in the secular ideals of this country and frequently engages in
divisive rhetoric. This is an embarrassment to our Government which
has utmost commitment to the secular ethos of this nation. The
Governor has been unabashedly propagating dangerous, divisive,
religious rhetoric in public, which is unbecoming of a Governor. His
speeches are made with a calculated intent to incite hatred and create
communal unrest among the people. Recently he made a comment that
“India is dependent on one religion like the rest of the world”. This
statement is an affront to India’s Constitution. India is dependent on its
Constitution & laws, not any religion. In the past, the Governor has
made similar communal remarks like praising sanatana dharma,
communalising the jewel of Tamil literature - the Thirukural &
denouncing Dravidian heritage and Tamil pride. These statements have
caused deep wounds to the Tamil sentiment and pride.

The mind of a Governor should be free of any political likes or dislikes,
or party politics or expectations of future appointments after his tenure
expires. The Governor’s attention should be towards the welfare of the
people and must defer to the decisions of the elected representatives viz
the Chief Minster and the Council of Ministers. Thiru Ravi forgets that
he has not won any elections in Tamil Nadu to decide what is good for
the people of Tamil Nadu.

The Sarkaria Commission in its report had noticed that the number of
Governors who have displayed the qualities of ability, integrity,
impartiality and statesmanship has been on the declining side. In recent
times the retired bureaucrats who are/ were faithful to the ruling party
in the Union Government, are offered the post of Governor as quid pro
quo. These persons do not have the basic knowledge, integrity &
impartiality to hold the office of Governor and become an
embarrassment to the Government and people of the State. The image
of the Governor as merely an agent of the Union sitting in state capitals
and desperately seeking an opportunity to run down the state
government when it is in the hands of a party opposed to the party ruling
at center will deform our cooperative federalism and destroy our
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democracy. The Tamil Nadu Governor R.N. Ravi is a text book example
of this malady.

Clearly, Thiru R.N. Ravi has violated the oath he took under Article 159
to preserve, protect and defend the Constitution and the law and to
devote himself to the service and well-being of the people of Tamil Nadu.
Far from it, he has been instigating communal hatred, and is a threat
to the peace and tranquillity of the State. Some might even consider his
statements as seditious as his statements bring or attempt to bring into
hatred or contempt, or excite or attempt to excite disaffection towards
the Government established by law. Therefore by his conduct an
actions, Thiru R.N.Ravi has proved that he is unfit to hold the
constitutional office of Governor and therefore he deserves to be sacked
immediately.

As per Article 156(1), the Governor serves at the pleasure of the Hon’ble
President. Therefore, we request Your Excellency to forthwith remove
Thiru R.N. Ravi from the office of Governor of Tamil Nadu and preserve
the values of the Constitution and oblige.
